· Arrived from Mexico at the age of 15.

· Rolando’s first job in Napa was as a dishwasher at Auberge Du Soleil!

· His first winery job consisted of building a stone wall at the home of Stag’s Leap Wine Cellar founder, Warren Winiarski.

· Impressed by his work ethic, Mr. Winiarski offered him a job to work harvest.

· Rolando spent 10 yrs. working with Stag’s Leap, the last 7 yrs. as the cellar master.

· His “internship” at Stag’s Leap lead to an asst. winemaker position at Chateau Potelle and ultimately, his first winemaker position at Vine Cliff.

· Chateau Potelle was where he learned about the “art” of winemaking & indigenous yeasts.  Today much of the Mi Sueño portfolio is crafted using native yeasts.

· Based on the high regard Paul Hobbs held for Rolando’s winemaking skills, he hired him as the Director of Winemaking at the beginning of 2001.

· In 2004, Rolando decided to focus 100% of his energies on expanding the Mi Sueño portfolio
· In 2001, our Los Carneros Chardonnay was poured at a White House dinner honoring President Vicente Fox of Mexico.

· On May 5, 2008, our 2006 Russian River Pinot Noir was poured during a White House dinner on Cinco de Mayo.
· Rolando often jokes that it took him 20 years to realize “His Dream” but less than 20 minutes to come up with the name for his winery.
